· Talk to your child about the language associated with time- later, soon, before, after, yesterday, tomorrow.

· Make sure that your child can name the days of the week and that you talk about them each day eg, ‘What day is it today? What day was it yesterday?’

· Make sure that your child can name the months of the year and know special dates eg. Christmas Day 25th December, New Year’s Day 1st January. Also that they know the poem “Thirty days has September…”

· Point out the O clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to times as often as possible.
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· Talk to your childabout the language associated with weight – heavy heavier, heaviest, light, lighter, lightest, the same as, almost the same as, 

· Compare items e,g This one is heavier, This one is lighter.

· Draw attention to the weight of items being bought when out shopping. 

· Compare the weights of common household items such as cereal boxes.

· Use language associated with  space –in, out, over, under, opposite, etc.

· Draw attention to the turning of the hands of the clock- use the words clockwise and anti-clockwise.

· Play finding games by hiding an object and giving directions using words right, left, full turn and half turn.

· Talk about shapes in the home and environment eg leaves, road signs, containers, windows etc.

· Talk about and name these 2D and 3D shapes eg triangle, square, circle ,rectangle, cuboid [cereal box], cube [ dice], Sphere [ball], cylinder[tin of peas] and cone.

· Encourage children to identify the shape of objects in the home or in the shop, eg, cereal boxes= cuboid, tin of beans= cylinder.
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· Play game such as noughts and crosses and keep a tally of who wins each game so the eventual winner can be identified.

· Point out and discuss supermarket price comparison graphs and TV adverts and discuss.
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· Draw attention to the cutting of cakes, pizza etc and ask relevant questions e.g. how many pieces have I cut? Are they the same size?

· We especially want them to know that there are four quarters in a whole, there are two halves in a whole.

· Every time you break a bar of chocolate refer to the pieces as a quarter or a half.

· When out shopping ask your child which item is more expensive e.g. the bar of chocolate at 34p or the crisps at 42p?

· Practise and test the 2, 5 and 10 times tables.
