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· Compare fractions: which is bigger, halves or quarters of a sandwich?

· Practice and test 2, 3, 4, 5, 10 &11 times tables.

· Link tables to division; how many sweets would each child get if I divided 12 sweets between 3 children? 3 what’s give me 12?

· Encourage mental addition and subtraction of simple sums.

· Set doubling and halving challenges- use numbers on the back of a football jersey, ages, etc.
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· Explore symmetry in the letters of a person’s name.

· Give directions/ receive directions from your child to travel through a drawn maze. Use the compass points North, South, East and West.

· Point out symmetry in everyday objects- tiles, fences, etc.

· Encourage your child to continue drawn patterns.

· Allow your child create nets of shapes by opening out containers, eg, a cereal box opened out to show the net of a cuboid.
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· Ask you child the time, focusing on 5 minute intervals.

· Use daily timetables to help to focus on the order and duration of daily activities.

· Use TV listings to find the duration of programmes, length of time until their favourite programme, etc.

· Use the calendar to count in weeks until big events- explore moving through the months when counting.

· Use stopwatches or clocks to record the length of time taken for homework, activities, sport, etc.
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· Look at container sizes and compare how much liquid each would hold- use the words ‘capacity’ and ‘volume’.

· Draw attention to volume amounts on bottles- compare and link millilitres and litres.

· Encourage your child to select the most appropriate sized container for what they need, eg, when baking, which size of mixing bowl would be most suitable.

· Explore bathroom scales- compare weights of schoolbags, books or household objects. Please use the g/kg setting as these are the units that the children will be using.

· Point out distances on signposts and allow the children to look at the speedometer of the car. Discuss how the signs change to km in the South of Ireland and compare distances.
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· Encourage children to vote to make decisions, recording the votes in a tally and identifying the most popular.

· Sort shapes or toys into groups- soft/ hard, one colour/ more than one colour. Extend to red/ blue/ both with the middle bundle being both- links to Venn diagrams.

· Explore graphs on public service leaflets, recycling charts, etc. Talk about which is largest, which is smallest, etc.
