We are hoping to enlist your support this term to improve our understanding in maths.  So much of our practical work can be covered while doing the little jobs at home that are part of everyday living.

Thank you so much for working in partnership with us.
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· Encourage your child to read and order numbers up to 10 000- use local phone numbers, etc.

· Practice and test 2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10 times tables.

· Link the times tables to division- discuss how 21 divided by 3 links to the 3 times tables: 3 what makes 21?

· Encourage mental addition and subtraction of simple sums.

· Continue to find fractions of numbers, linking to division. For example: 1/5 of 40 is the same as 40 divided by 5.

· Look at equivalent fractions in practical examples: a sandwich cut in quarters and another cut in halves- two quarters are equal to a half.

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· Allow your child to pay themselves at the till, working out which coins are needed.

· Reinforce finding change from £1- in shops and at home. Use pocket money wisely!

· Encourage finding totals by approximating: eg, 72p + 47p = 70p + 50p= £1.20

· Use supermarket sale leaflets to highlight price reductions: half price, etc.

· Use trips to the swimming pool / cinema to highlight adult and children prices: work out different combinations.

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· Measure and compare family heights. Record in cm, m and m and cm.

· Encourage your child to estimate and then check the length of things. Talk about how we use mm, cm, m, and km now but in the past used inches, feet, etc.

· Look at mountain heights- compare them to find the tallest.

· Use the ruler to measure small measurements in mm- let your child become familiar with this.

· Encourage your child to use household objects to create models. Record and label the 3D shapes, eg, cuboid cereal box, triangular prism Toblerone bar.

· Provide opportunities to complete symmetrical patterns- tiles etc.

· Games such as Battleships are excellent for encouraging awareness of space and direction.
· Use board games such as Draughts to give directions to reach given targets- use the 4 compass points.

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· Ask your child to read the time to the nearest minute.

· Ensure your child has access to both analogue (clock face) and digital (numbers) times.

· Use TV listings to find the duration of programmes, time until a specific programme starts, etc.

· Calculate the time spent at activities, time until an event, etc.

· Use the words ‘fast’ and ‘slow’ and allow your child to re-calculate the correct time.

· Use the calendar to explore length of time form one date to another, bridging months, eg, from 20th June to 5th July.
