Dear parents, 

I have outlined some of the maths skills your child will be developing in school this term. 

I have also given some tips that you may want to use to help your child develop their maths skills. These tips are things that you can be doing when you and your child are doing the many little jobs that are part of everyday life.

Counting and Understanding Number

This term your child will be learning to:
· Read and write numbers to 100.

· Identify missing numbers in a hundred square.

· Sequence numbers within 20 that don’t come one after the other eg. 


“Put these numbers in order starting with the largest”            21   45    12    34
· Understand that a two-digit number is made up of 10’s and units.

• Give your child the opportunity to count objects (coins, pasta, shapes, buttons etc.)

• Play games that involve counting – eg snakes and ladders, dice games.

• Look for numerals in the environment – eg car number plates

• Make mistakes when chanting, counting or ordering numbers. Can your child spot what you have done wrong?
Addition and Subtraction

· Add numbers up to a total of 10 mentally.

· Add and subtract within 20 using objects or a number line.
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· Talk to your child about the different language associated with time-morning, afternoon, evening, night time, now, later, soon, before, after.

· Maybe set a timer and see how long it takes your child to brush their teeth, get dressed etc.

· Be sure to tell your child the time at which she does key things in the day e.g. bedtime is half past 8.

· Point out o’clock and half past and quarter past times on the clock face or watch as often as possible (Do not go into digital times).

· Recall days of the week- today is Wednesday, yesterday was Tuesday, tomorrow is Thursday.

· Recall and sequence months and seasons of the year.
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· Talk to your child about the language associated with weight – heavy, heavier, heaviest, light, lighter, lightest, the same as, almost the same as.

· Point out 1kg on food packages and items that weigh heavier/lighter than 1kg without referring to grams.
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· Help your child recognise, talk about and name shapes around the house and in the environment (maybe in the shopping trolley)

2D shapes - square, rectangle, circle, triangle

3D shapes – cube (dice), cuboid (cereal box), sphere (ball), cylinder (tin of beans), cone
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· Give your child simple movement instructions e.g. turn right, turn left, go straight on, make a half turn, make a full turn.

· Talk about turning movements in the car e.g. we will turn right at the traffic lights.
